Jersey Department of Environ-
mental Protection (DEP;, English
said. The Authority had been ap-
proved for sewer lines before the
Plainfield Joint Meeting debate
which resulted in a sewer hook-
up ban in the borough, added Au-
thority Secretary' Gayle Corazza.

Board approved the Authority's
site plan to build 102 senior citi-
zen housing units on Morns Ave-
nue across from Riley Elementary
School.

PCBs were found in the soil
after testing was completed in
September and the DEP told the
Authority' the site would have to
be cleaned up before construction
begins. Two months later further
testing showed that the contami-
nation on the site was one-tenth
of what is considered to be haz-
ardous, but the material had to be
removed anyway.

In December 1988 the Borough
Councii handed the S2.8 million it
had approved for the housing
project Proceeds from the bond
are on bank deposit with the in-
terest going into a general rund.

The DEP gave the Authority the
green lidit to excavate the mate-
rial in January 1990 and further
testing was done in April to deter-
mine how much so:! would have
to be removed.

In June, the DEP verbally al-
lowed the Authority to cap the
contaminated soil and build the
complex on footings, a much
cheaper alternative that Authority
had been refused earlier. Thus,
plans were developed to show
how the complex would look on
footings and the site plan will be
the first item presented to the
Board of Adjustment.

So far. over 300 applications
have been made by senior citizens
eager to move into the complex.
Authority members said.

Detective DARE's kids to
make the right decisions

Peer pressure is hard enough to
deal, with even without bringing
drugs into the picture.

But all too often drugs are in-
volved, and children are forced to
make some difficult decisions. To
help children make wise deci-
sions, Detective John Alles of the
police department's Juvenile Bu-
reau will introduce the DARE
program to South Plainfield ele-
mentary schools in January.

The program, Drug Abuse Re-
sistance Education, aims "to pro-
vide accurate information about
drugs and alcohol, teach students
decision-making skills — showing
students how to resist peer pres-
sure - and give students ideas for
alternatives to drug use," Alles
said.

"We target the child in the exit
year of elementary school, prior to
their going to the middle school,"
he explained. This allows the stu-
dent to "handle adjustments going
into the middle school and to
build self-esteem."

Younger students also benefit
from the program, as there are 20-
minute visitation lessons for chil-
dren in grades K-4. Alles added.

DARE has been proven to work
in other states, he said. According
to a DARE document, students
who have been through the pro-
gram exhibit significantly less
substance abuse, including ciga-
rettes and alcohol; improved stu-
dent work habits and better
grades; reduced tension among
ethnic groups; reduced gang activ-
ity; a sharp decrease in school

vandalism and truancy; better
rapport with teachers and school
officials; and a more positive atti-
tude toward police.

"We had done a similar pro-
gram, Defenders Against Drugs,"
Alles said. "DARE expands on
that type of program."

Public school principals and
parentyteacher groups have
agreed to accept DARE as part of
the curriculum and the Board of
Education approved the program
at Tuesday night's regular meet-
ing, Alles said, adding that Sacred
Heart School officials have also
accepted the program.

DARE will begin at all five ele-
mentary schools in the borough
the week of January 7, Alles said.

There are lesson plans and a
formal format to be followed so
that all students receive the same
lessons and training, Alles ex-
plained.

"It's been proven to work in
other states," he said. "The kids
seem to love it"

Funded by private donations,
Alles plans within the next month

to appeal to the business commu-
nity and civic organizations for
"donations that would go to buy-
ing materials for the children."
The workbooks and certificates
have already been printed up and
paid for by the schools, Alles said.

Alles, who attended a two-week
DARE instructors' course in Vir-
ginia last month, said that Mid-
dlesex County prosecutor Alan
Rockoflf sent at least one police
officer from each police depart-
ment in the county to complete

the course.
"I'd like to thank Chief Thomas

Boyle for allowing me to take the
time to do the DARE program in
the schools," Alles said, adding
that the program is a full-time as-
signment for 17 weeks. "It shows.
his commitment to the youth in
town."

'Scouting for Food' project sets
a new standard for volunteer effort
To The Reporter:
On November 17, Boy Scouts, Cub
Scouts and adult volunteers from
the Watchung Area Council par-
ticipated, for the third year in a
row, in the national good deed
called "Scouting for Food."

The program was initiated by
the Boy Scouts of America in 1988
in response to studies indicating
that more than 20 million Ame-
ricans, including four million chil-
dren, go hungry at some time
every month and that more peo-
ple are hungry in America now
than at any time in the last 25
years.

Collections made in 1988 and
1989 resulted in 132 million cans
of food being distributed to legiti-
mate community distribution
agencies such as churches and
local food banks.

Locally, as nationwide, the Boy
Scouts' role is to organize the col-
lection and make arrangements
with local agencies for warehous-
ing and distributing the food at no
cost to the recipients. Individual
units distribute and collect shop-
ping bags, door to door, in their
communities.

In the Watchung Council, 146
Boy Scout troops and Cub Scout
packs participated in the 1990
program. This represented partic-
ipation of 53 percent of the coun-
cil's units. Total items of food col-

lected exceeded 180,000, an in-
crease of 10 percent from last
year's collections. The nationwide
collection is expected to be the
largest donation and collection of
food items ever experienced in
the United States.

Just as important as the amount
of food collected is the experience
that BSA members have in meet-
ing the needs of the hungry' di-
rectly through this practical' and
dramatic example of the Boy
Scout principle of the "Good
Turn." Volunteers have spoken
about the good feelings and esprit
des corps associated with partici-
pation in the program and these
are certainly reflected in the re-
sults of the collections.

The Watchung Area Council
serves the general geographic
area of Union and Somerset coun-
ties. There are a total of 276 units
in the council, composed of Boy
Scout troops, Cub Scout packs and
Explorer posts.

1. Purchase only I'L listed light
strings. For outdoor use, only
weatherproof cords and lighting
should be used The I'L label will
indicate light strings suitable for
outdoor use.

2 Check all lights carefully.
Make certain bulbs are not loose
in their sockets. Use rubber light
socket gaskets and replace if
needed.

3. Selection of a tree, whether
natural or artificial, is a crucial
matter Artificial trees should be
labeled flame resistant Never put
light strings on a metal tree, as
this is a shock hazard. Use only
spot lighting. Natural trees shold
be fresh, deep green, strong scent,
no falling needles and trunk butt
sticky with sap. Keep trunk in
water and chock it daily.

4. Inspect wiring. Watch for in-
sulation deterioration, frayed and
bare wires, lights with cracked or
broken sockets, or loose connec-
tions. Unsafe equipment should
be discarded immediately.

5 Watch placement of electrical
fixtures. Keep them out of chil-
dren's reach, and never place
them close to flammable material.

6. Never overload circuits. By
placing more current on a wire

Pay with checks, or credit
cards (if your pocketbook or wallet is lost or stolen, you won't
lose that much cash; the bank is responsible if they cash a check
with a forged signature, and the credit card company will cancel
your credit card immediately, upon notification).

5. If you are contacted either at home or while shopping, to
participate in a deal that is "too good to be true," remember, it
probably is! (You only get what you pay for.)

6. If you are contacted by phone by a salesman who keeps
calling, HANG UP. Remember, it is YOUR home and YOUR
phone, hang up. If annoying calls persist, contact the phone
company Annoyance Complaint Bureau.

7. All salespersons who come to your home must have identifi-
cation from the South Plainfield Police Department in the form
of a VENDOR ID card with his photograph on it If a stranger
comes to your home and you are not sure who he is or what he
wants, CALL THE POLICE!

8 Make sure all trees and bushes around your home are
trimmed so burglars or muggers don't have a place to hide.

Joe Volpi — give their all.
Redford's performance, while

This impression doesn't last

too long. Though we are re-
peatedly told what an amoral
heel Jack is, Rcdford's image
maintenance forbids him
being shown doing anything
really sleazy. The dialogue
concocted by Judith Rascoe
and David Rayfiel, already
wooden at the start, petrifies
as the Him progresses and the
characters start making big
bow-wow speeches about com-
mitment and Standing Up For
Something Real. The fatal re-
ality crisis occurs about a
third of the way in, when Bat-
ista's goons whisk Arluro and
Hobble oil to a reeking prison.
Jack, hearing that Arturo has
been killed trying to escape,
manages to get Robbie out of
prison with some well-placed
payoffs and takes her back to
his apartment. The woman's
lost her husband (probably
even seen him killed), .she's
been tortured in Halista's
prison ;ind now facets what
might broadly be called an un-
certain future. She might rea-
sonably be expected to need a
year or so to recover from
what's happened to her. Yet
barely an hour after she's
been sprung from jail, Bobbie
is munching a toasted cheese
sandwich and brightening
under the ministrations of the
gallant Jack, who chattily asks:
"So, whal'd they to do to ya in
there?" Suddenly we're watch-
ing movie stars playing at
being real people — Lena
Olin, who was pretty good in

The Unbearable Lightness of
Being, is insupportable as Bob-
bie — and the film's interest
leaks away with a long, flatu-
lent hiss.

Pollack directs Havana with
an ineptitude that belies his
quarter-century of film credits.
Incidents take place without
consequences, much-heralded
scenes simply dribble away:
e.g., a visit from the police be-
gins with the promise of vio-
lence and ends with the goons
doing nothing worse than leav-
ing a plate on Jack's stove.
Batista's abrupt flight from the
country touches off mass
panic, with tourists and gov-
ernment people madly dash-
ing to catch the last boats and
planes out of Cuba; the very
next day we see Jack idly .sip-
ping coffee in a placid cafe,
waiting for the ferry to Key
West The brief Cuban se-
quence in The. Godfather Part
II was better at showing what
happened than all 120-pi us
minutes of this film.

In its ham-handed determi-
nation to match the sheen of
old Hollywood entertainments,
Havana resembles nothing so
much as Elaine May's disas-
trous Ishtar, which tried to
evoke the loose comedy of the
Hope-Crosby "Road" movies
through meticulous planning,
obsessive retakes and wildly
profligate spending. Cas-
ablanca, the memory of which
hovers over every frame of
Havana, started with an unp-
roduced and reportedly unus-
able script called Everybody

Goes to Rick's: the actors and
crew made things up as they
went along; Humphrey Bogart
and Ingrid Bergman were sec-
ond choice actors for the lead
roles (Rick was originally
meant for Ronald Reagan,
whose destiny would bring
him to another casa blanca).
All the big budget, star-
studded Havana manages to
do, in the end, is make one
feel nostalgic for a 50-year-old
collection of happy accidents
- probably not what Pollack
hoped to achieve. They really
don't make 'em like they used
to.

• • •
Edward Sclssorhands is

about a metaphor that walks
like a man. Edward looks like
a benign sibling of Freddy
Kreuger: a pale young man
with tangled hair, a black on
black wardrobe, a sugared
cookie for a heart and a tangle
of razor-keen blades where his
hands ought to be — the leg-
acy of his creator, an elderly
tinkerer who died of a heart
attack before his work could
be completed. This unfinished
boy broods alone, tending an
Edward Gorey-ish topiary and
looking down from his home, a
castle surrounded by pastel-
hued tract houses, the inhabit-
ants of which barely seem to
notice the gloomy anomaly in
their midst One day an in-
trepid Avon lady, determined
to make a sale, climbs to the
castle and brings Edward
home for the best suburbia
has to ofTer; nice clothes, bar-

becues, friendly people,
makeup to smear over the
criss-crossed scars on his face
(those blades make even the
smallest gesture a dicey thing).
The grateful Edward repays
them with art, turning their
hedges and even their hairdos
into whimsical shapes. But

That Edward bears a close
resemblance to the director
Tim Burton is no accident:
Burton, having directed two
hits and a blockbuster with
Pee-wee's Big Adventure, Bee-
tlejuice and Batman, devel-
oped the script with scenarist
Caroline Thompson. Edward
Scissorhands is very much a
labor of love: Edward's creator
is played by Vincent Price,
whose movies were a lode-
stone of the director's youth -
one of Burton's earliest films,
in fact, was an animated short
based on Price's life. When
Edward, flailing away like a
maddened conductor, turns
blocks of ice into huge sculp-
tures, the back-lit clouds of
crystals and Danny Elfman's
score evoke the childlike
sense of wonder Burton strives
for. Told as a bedtime story,
Edward Scissorhands, with its
toy castle surrounded by
bright boxy houses, might be
something imagined by a child
staring into a paperweight

The magic curdles into
something predictable and
dull when the suburbanites get
nasty and start persecuting the
defenseless Edward. Ah yes,
we're supposed to think, this is
how society treats all its misfot

artists. There's something
gooey and self-pitying in Bur-
ton's conception; moreover, it
doesn't really go with those
mean-looking shears. The idea
of a man who slashes when he
means only to touch has a cer-
tain . . . well, edge to it that
Edward Scissorhands keeps
avoiding. Is the wan, helpless
Edward really a fitting stand-
in for the man who helped un-
leash Jack Nicholson's Joker?
"I make art until somebody
dies"— with or without scis-
sors, he'd certainly make
mincemeat of Edward.

There's no room here, as
there was in Beetlejuke and
Batman, for a corral-busting
over the top performance.
Dianne Wiest starts out sweet
and likeable as the Avon lady
— when she moves through
the cavernous fortress, her
"Avon calling!" echoing
through cobwebbed arches,
the contrast of suburban ba-
nality and gothic strangeness
brings the film to eccentric life
— but the character quickly
fades into the background.
Burton holds his actors to one-
note characterizations: Win-
ona Ryder as the girl who
grows to love Edward, An-
thony Michael Hall as her
creepy football stud boyfriend,
Kathy Baker as a frustrated
housewife bursting out of her
pantsuits. Even Johnny Depp's
Edward, the director's alter
ego, remains a blank slate —
Depp spends most of the film
standing around with sucked-
in cheeks and a pained ex-

pression, as though waiting for
permission to go to the boys
room. Depp, whose previous
film was the John Waters dud
Cry-Baby, is making the transi-
tion from TV acting by choos-
ing filmmakers with impecca-
bly hip credentials. His lousy
luck is to keep getting them at
a low ebb. Edward Scissor-
hands isn't a terrible movie, it
just doesn't do anything terri-
bly well and — pretty images
aside - ends up not doing
anything terribly necessary.

Neil Young knows that feedback is part of nature too

brilliant gut-wrenching guitar
solo) is tremendous. Bad Neil
Young is the worst thing in the
world. I swear "Sugar Mountain,"
that mournfUl thing with the Bark-
ers and the Colored Balloons,
could make Mother Teresa decide
she'd really rather pursue a ca-
reer as a serial killer. There are
times when that song's come on
the radio and I've gone straight
into anaphylaxis — broken out in
hives, lost blood pressure, swollen
up at the neck, the works. I still
have to get a series of painful and
expensive shots before traveling
to parts of the country where
there are nothing but "classic
rock" stations, stations that might
put on "Sugar Mountain" without
giving me time to react The side
of Neil Young that could write
and sing that stuff — the same
side that could give those pomp-
ous bores Crosby, Stills and Nash
the time of day — makes me won-
der how all the good stuff can be
coming from the same guy.

The reason Ragged Glory strikes
me as the real thing, the record
that proves it's a true irreversible
comeback, isn't just that he's play-
ing to his strengths (some of these
are obvious, like working with
Crazy Horse again — the only
truly simpatico band he's had in
twentysomething years — and
cranking up the ol' brain damage
guitar) It's that he's apparently
figured out a way to use his other
side, the side I'd call a massive
liability, in a positive way. Like
Mike Doonesbury in an early car-
toon. Young is "the master of the
emotional belly flop," the guy who
can utter lines of such unguarded
openness that they either scare
you (when they work) or gag you.
All through Ragged Glory, lines
that ought to be gag material, and
would be if printed on paper,
come off as bclicvnble, as desper-
ately true; lie's hanging his un-
gunrdedness on terrific Rmincho
Grande power-quartet arrange-
ments, not on folk-pop prtvious-
ness. It reminds you that Me can
be seen as a precursor of (he Re-
placements, not a contemporary
of Jackson Browne. Flaky vulner-
ability atop concrete rock and roll
(jgo ahead, call it punk, tie proba-
bly would) is an arresting combi-
nation. Color me arrested.

Lyrically — mid you have to
watch the lyrics with this guy;
they're Uio place where ho can
cither shine or get Into big (rouble
— Young's picked up the ol' Word
Known to All Men and given it a
whnlo of a workout "Love," in all
its embarrassing power, sprawls
all over this record. "Love and
Only Love" presents a battle of
love and hate (yes. abstractions on
printed pages, gone to war) even
more directly than Radio Hah-
ecin, thrusting out tatoocd knuck-
les and deliverini: that goofy
speech to (lie camera in Do the
Right Thing. "Love to Bum" is as
excessive as its title. "Farmer
John," the album's only cover, is
lyrically straightforward about
raw desire, as only "innocent" '50s
tunes could be ("Farmer John, I'm
in love with your daughter/Yeah,
the one with the champagne
eyes") and completely wack in its
execution — wobbly backing vo-
cals, an offhand lead vocal, unbe-
lievably crude guitar chord ing, all
the perfect signifiers of romantic

dementia. "Over and Over Again"
is as relentless an expression of
true love as anything he's done,
hammering home the reasons he
keeps coming back to her in cho-
rus after loud, irresistable chorus.

And then there's the last song
on the album, a love song of a
different stripe, the kind of thing
that ought to give somebody like
me fits. "Mother Earth (Natural
Anthem)" is just what the political
world needs right now, a reverent
sing-along for hordes of tree-
huggers to intone at outdoor ral-
lies. Honestly, your Fearless Re-
porter has no big gripe against
tree-huggers; I'm as appalled
about the waste of the rain forests
as anybody (take the heat off Bra-
zil and let the irresponsible nor-
teamericano bankers take the hit
I say), and Til give a nickel to
Exxon only if they pry it from my
cold dead fingers, and when push
comes to shove I'd rather see
trees spiked and chainsaws
snapped than old growth de-
stroyed. Yep, tree-huggers are a
lot healthier for us than Bush-
huggers. Bur I do ' r ca-c :c hc"
them sing. Please And Young, u>-
uing the kind of respectful chord
sequences that state anthems al-
ways employ — excursion to

minor for poignancy, return to
major tonic so everybody can get
happy about the homeland — has
given the world something that's
the perfect ceremonial opener for
Earth Day rallies ''Respect
Mother Earth and her healing
v.svs'Or trade away our children's
days": well, in fairness, most of
the other lines are better than
that but after a heavy dose of
green reverence ("You Can Save
This Tree or You Ca.n Turn the
Page) there's a part of me that
wants to completely cyborg out
and put on something iLke Wire
C-'.znscape. great title, now there's
an antidote for ya), or Nine Inch
Nails. It's related to the impulse
that makes me want to crank up
the Clash's "Death or Glory" after
going to Midnight Mass. I'm sure
you share it all right-thinking
people do. Ain't nothing more bor-
ing than reverence, in any form.

Yet the "Natural Anthem" has
been buzzing in my head for days.
and not unpleasantly. It's the de-
livery: Young gives it his custom-
ary gloriously ragged tone, of
course, and separates the verses
with heavy doses of guitar de-
bauchery. That's what makes it
work, heavy lyrical hand or no
heavy hand: he understands that
feedback is part of nature too, and

he communicates that under-
standing with his unholy hands.
Overtly, Young believes in a
peaceful life (elsewhere, "I'm
thankful for my country home/It
gives me peace of mind" — sur-

prise, surprise). In his bones,
though, he's a warrior, as all great
guitarists have to be. Loud guitar
is what you use for aggression
when you're too smart to use vio-
lence, and all through this album
Young is out for sonic blood. The
Crazy Horse rhythm guitarist,
Frank "Pancho" Sampedro. is his
second-in-command, supporting
him and challenging him the way
Riochard Lloyd used to do for
